Their
total F990 revenue income was $30,281,848,916 (30 billion dollars) and
their asset amount was $113,044,556,914 (113 billion dollars).

It is noticeable that the total income of top 15 nonprofit
Arts/Culture/Humanities exempt organizations is $18,550,367,996 which is
38% of the entire total income of USA national nonprofit
Arts/Culture/Humanities companies.
